The bruut. collection by Ruud van Oosterhout shows no colours at Maison & Objet in Paris

Designer and interior decorator Ruud van Oosterhout will be showing his largely new collection at the Maison & Objet interior decoration show in Paris, in the contemporary Now hall, from 22 to 26 January. His presentation will return the focus to the form and the material of the design.
No colour

Under the title ‘no colour’ the bruut. collection in Paris will be showing many innovations, primarily in non-colours. “Everything has been stripped of its colours. The presentation will be natural, austere and pure, with attractive contrasts in materials and finishes,” says designer Ruud van Oosterhout.
Sleeping with bruut.

One of the innovations shown in Paris will be the bedroom concept with a design in bleached solid European oak. The bruut. bed features the flat spring method, a thin sleeping system with sturdy carbon springs. “This system permits a bed design that remains close to the floor without compromising on sleeping comfort. Comfort with an uncompromising attractive design – that’s the secret of a good night’s rest with bruut.,” says the designer. The bed features bed linens by The Alfred Collection. “These are the most beautiful 100% linens that are all about workmanship and quality – without any compromises, just like bruut.”
Sofa and side table

The new sofa ‘maison delaneau’ was designed specifically for and named after the Maison Delaneau design hotel in Antwerp. The sofa shown in Paris is of a soft pastel grey wool felt. Van Oosterhout: “The sofa is a chic basic design stripped of all decorum. The only thing that counts is the form.” Other items shown by bruut. will be the new design of the so-called ‘slide’ side table, i.e. a small table that you can slide over the seat of a couch or a bed. Van Oosterhout: “It’s simply a small table.” 

Smoke

Also new is the colour ‘smoke’. This transparent finish gives the European solid oak a light effect. “The lightly smoked appearance gives the wood an elegant, warm touch – pure and natural. You can’t even see that it has been lacquered,” the designer explains. The natural solid oak on display contrasts with the deep tones of the black walnut and the deep dark oak. Ruud van Oosterhout: “But the best thing to do is to come see it for yourself.”
